A An estimated 4,883 youth ,ages 13-24, received a
diagnosis of HIV infection or AIDS, representing
about 13% of the persons given a diagnosis
during that year

A 232 young people with AIDS died

If you want to help, set aside
old-fashioned ideas and embarrassment and talk to your kids; girls and
boys equally. The more open you are with them about lelatlonshlps
love and its consequences, the better prepared they'll be to prevent
teen pregnancy.
